1. Beams Domain:

a. SRVMGR:   Remove all computers that are not on the browse list.

b. If step “a” cuts off any computers, then re-add them as follows:

i. Controls Computers -> BD-Controls domain

ii. Desktops (Win2k or XP) -> Fermi Domain

iii. Desktops (WinNT) -> put new drive image on OR replace from bulk order

c. USERMGR:   Disable all unused Beams Domain accounts.   Exceptions are:

i. Macintosh Users

ii. BD-Controls Domain Users

d. Research existing nodes on the Beams browse list to see which ones are Controls system nodes and which ones are desktops.   Service pack audit information gives us their OS.

i. BBlinac?  BBMagnet?  (desktops or controls?)

e. Browse List:   Clean up all computers off of the Beam Browse list 

i. Controls Computers -> BD-Controls domain

ii. Desktops (Win2k or XP) -> Fermi Domain

iii. Desktops (WinNT) -> put new drive image on OR replace from bulk order

iv. Desktops (Win98/ME) ->  move out of workgroup = beams

v. Only Beamssrv1 and Beams-prt-srv should be left

2. BD-Controls Domain:

a. Move control system computers out of Beams into BD-Controls.

b. Move SAMBA servers to BD-Controls?  DAESRV, NOVA, etc..

3. Fermi Domain:

a. Fix DNS script:  Many computers have the computername.fermi.win.fnal.gov DNS suffix.   This should be changed computername.fnal.gov.    This requires:
i. A script run on the Active Directory

ii. A reboot of each computer in less than 10 minutes after the change is made.

b. Captive Accounts:  Apply for captive accounts for the following computers

i. Beams-Flexlm

ii. Bdmrtg01 and Bdmrtg02

c. Clean up non-existing computers out of Active Directory:

i. Delete all computers that are not physically joined to the domain.   Computer objects in AD that are not real make service pack scans take a long time (> 24 hours for entire division).
ii. Need a procedure that when the IP database gets changed, the Active Directory also gets changed.

d. Update AD structure to match changes to ORG chart

i. Main Injector/Recycler will now have separate Y: drives.  Login scripts have been modified and share area has been created

1. Desktops and users need to be separated into the correct OUs
2. Accounts need to be modified to connect to correct Y: drive

e. Dual boot OU

i. In the BD\Computers OU, make a Dual Boot OU for each department and place dual boot or VMWare computers inside that OU.   
f. Migrate Servers to Fermi:

i. Beams-fmpro

ii. www-bdnew

iii. beamssrv2

g. BD-Controls Domain Migration:
i. Smeds is testing an acnet console

ii. Still no estimate on the Domain Controller for inside the firewall

iii. Any computers with dedicated logon accounts, need to apply for a Fermi captive account.

h. Macintosh user migration:

i. ADmitMAC doesn’t work

ii. Waiting for OS 10.3 to test connectivity with NTLMv2 and Kerberos.
