Thursday/Friday – Debuncher Energy Change



No measureable improvement in stacking



Gives us potential flexibility to take advantage of other improvements



Now rotate in center of bucket



Only removed ½ of radial position error. Need a second iteration.


Friday – Debuncher Quad offsets and lattice measurements

Monday – AP2 BPMs

Vladimir –  Paint the aperture.


Orbit and LM plots – time for two periods


When crest of orbit hits a restriction, see beam loss


Try to figure out locations


60 and 30 have worst losses, 60 the worst


Sector 60 – loss pattern 6Q7, at location of septa


Tried positive and negative bumps (~1mm) and re-ran the wave 


Too large of a change?   See many source of scraping in 10,20,30,40, and 60.


Pattern of losses are the same regardless of direction of bump (horizontal)

Bill – AP2 BPMs


Reading BPM channels off scope and reading them offline


Moved Vt711 and looked at d727 and d729 BPMs


D727:  1.95mm/amp – calculated to 1.6mm/amp?


D729 – right direction, amplitude not quite right.


Can look at 4 BPMs right now…there are ~16 per plane.

Critical before shutdown

DVM – determine CF drift in Debuncher (stacking mode)
