Cool faster


Asymptotic width – wend down 10% 


With all bands on, gets there in 2 sec.


Band 1 is slowest to get to Asymptotic limit



Looked at:


Turn gain down – limit gets smaller, but takes longer to get there.


Less beam – cool faster and get smaller limit.

Band 3 - 0.8 Hz off in frequency 

Encourage crews to start with 2 sec rep rate at zero stack size.
